The EscaRosa Coalition On the Homeless (ECOH) is looking for volunteers to assist with the
annual 2012 “U Count” Point-in-Time Homeless Survey. The “U Count” Survey will be
conducted over a 24-hour period, beginning 8:00 am Wednesday, January 25, 2012, and
ending at 8:00 am Thursday, January 26, 2012.

The ECOH is charged with counting homeless individuals in Escambia and Santa Rosa
counties. The purpose of the “U Count” Survey is to determine the needs and extent of our
local homeless population including sheltered and unsheltered men, women, and children. We
can then match their needs against the services offered in the community. This process will
enable us to fill gaps and address unmet needs. Additionally, Florida is ranked one of the
highest in homeless veterans. As our military men and women leave the service, the 2012 count
is especially important as it will provide us with information we need to better serve them.

Volunteers are asked to serve as active participants in the counting process. No specific
experience is required to serve as a volunteer (training will be provided), but compassion and a
desire to help individuals who are homeless are essential. We will need a minimum of 150
volunteers to serve a two-to-four-hour shift at some of our area soup kitchens, churches, food
pantries and other locations where homeless gather.



Several mandatory trainings will be offered for those wishing to participate in the survey
process. Volunteer application forms are available at www.escarosa.wordpress.com. The
application deadline is January 12, 2012.

FRAUD ALERT!
“JAMAICAN LOTTERY SCAM ON THE RISE”
Scammers pretending to be with the “Jamaican Lottery” have been busy preying upon elderly
Floridians, over the last several months, taking advantage of vulnerable seniors who believe
they have hit the jackpot. To avoid the risk of being added to a list of easy targets circulated
among a network of thieves, the Santa Rosa County Sheriff's Office is warning anyone who
receives a phone call from smooth talking predators to simply hang up.
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The so-called “Jamaican Lottery” is just one in a long line of either phone-related or internet
scams that prey upon the compulsive impulses of the victim, the victim’s loneliness and/or their
mental capacity. The scheme entices people to wire money in order to win enormous jackpots
— or be rewarded for facilitating an account transfer for an overseas magnate who, in reality,
doesn’t exist. Once a victim makes a payment, the scammer will begin to request more and
more money, which in turn becomes a vicious cycle that often times will result in the loss of the
victim’s life savings. When the victim finally runs out of money or realizes they've been
scammed, the scammers may threaten the victim’s life, threaten to tell the victim’s family what
they have done or bully the victim with relentless phone calls and harassment.

The Sheriff's Office encourages you to keep in mind the following tips to ensure you do not
become a victim of the “Jamaican Lottery”:
e |f you did not enter a lottery you will not win one
e Participating in foreign lotteries, while in the U.S., is illegal
e ltis illegal for any agency to require that a prize winner pay anything in order to
be compensated
¢ NEVER wire or transfer money to someone that you do not know
Unless you are expecting a call from someone in Jamaica, do not accept or
return a call with a phone number beginning with 876, which is the local area
code for that country.
This scam and others like it are taking a large toll on our seniors not only financially, but
emotionally and physically as well. These brazen con artists are raking in millions and millions of
dollars from our neighbors, friends and family members. If you have been a victim of the

Use of barricades policy: Free to parades in Santa Rosa County that are sponsored by a
chambers or government entities (Christmas parades, Mardi Gras, 4™ of July etc...) that are free
and open to the public, with the understanding that the user is responsible for transportation of
barricades, AND banners advertizing sponsors MUST be put on barricades. Others wanting to
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use the barricades must provide transportation and rent barricades at a cost of $5 per barricade.
Additional fees may be applicable if barricades are not returned within 7 days of pick
up/delivery. Barricades will cost $8 each if delivery is required. Average rental price for
barricades is $9-$13 each through other vendors. SAFER barricades are a bargain.
