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SANTA ROSA COUNTY RESIDENTS REMINDED TO TAKE PRECAUTIONS TO 
PREVENT MOSQUITO BORNE ILLNESSES 

Mosquitoes can cause more than annoying, itching bites.  They can also carry illnesses like 
West Nile Virus, Eastern Equine Encephalitis, Saint Louis Encephalitis, and Dengue Fever.  The 
Florida Department of Health in Santa Rosa County would like to remind residents of the 
importance of preventing mosquito bites to protect themselves from mosquito borne illnesses. 
 
The best way to protect yourself is by practicing the "Five Ds": 
o DUSK and DAWN - Avoid being outdoors when mosquitoes are most active.  For most 

species this is at sunrise and sunset.  Cover doors and windows with screens to keep 
mosquitoes out.   
 

o DRESS - Wear clothing that covers most of your skin; shoes and socks, long pants, and 
long sleeves. 
 

o DEET - Use repellents containing DEET.  Picaridin and oil of lemon eucalyptus are other 
options.  Always read labels and apply repellents as directed. 
 

o DRAIN - Check around your home to be sure there are no areas of standing water or 
water filled containers where mosquitoes can lay their eggs.  Change water in bowls left 
outside for pets daily and birdbaths at least once a week.  Protect boats and vehicles from 
rain with tarps that do not accumulate water.  Empty plastic swimming pools when not in 
use.
